Hardware Pack

Series 4700 Fabric Casement Window Awning comes packaged in two separate
plastic bags (FIG. 1): Bag one contains the hardware and instructions; bag two
contains the awning with three frame pieces, a Mounting Bar, Top Trim and Front
Trim. For your convenience, the Front Trim and Top Trim frame parts are already
attached to the awning.

Install Mounting Bar with large screws 6” above the window. Windows opening

Caulk more than 18" will require additional mounting space.

Be sure the bar is level and centered over the window opening. Screws must be
in studs or heavy sheathing. (Drill alternate holes in bar if necessary.)

After the Support Arms with Camel Back Wall Brackets have been secured
to your house, remove the machine screws and re-insert them through
grommeted tabs on the awning. Screw them back into the Camel Back Wall
Brackets to secure the awning sides.

Installation is now complete.
